1. Most of this report is beyond what the Geological Survey of
Canada can comment on.

2. There is no mention of the role of groundwater supplies in this
summary of the process and the strategy.

3. This is serious concern from our view as Gartner Lee Ltd, a
major Canadian and international consulting firm, has stated
in their report to York Region:
there appears to be significant additional supplies within
York Region to meet the needs of a number of communities that
are currently being served by ground water."

4. In a letter to York Region we express the view that substantial
additional ground water resources may be available in York.
(attached). We have offered support for these ground water
searches and urge that they be undertaken in partnership with
the Region and others (MOEE?) in the next few months.

5. Gartner and Lee Ltd reported to me that almost no pi,hlir was
present at the November open house; there was little if any
debate. Is this a cause for Concern?
