5. Short Description of the Project

The purpose of this project is to distribute the information and recommendations in a
study, entitled Children's Health and Environmental Standard-Setting: A Preliminary
Analysis of the Adequacy of Standard-Setting Processes to Protect Children's Health, to
selected audiences.
