TORONTO — The Ontario 
vironmental Hearing Board 
(OEHB) announced this week a 
public hearing on the erkiron-
mental impact study done on the 
Fisher Harbour project will be 
held next month In Sudbury, how-
e%er only .  three copies of this 
report will be available for the 
public scrutiny- before the hear- 

The . report was prepared for 
Alexander Centres Inc-In:fries of 
Sudbury by Polluted! Pollution 
Ackisory Services, Oak‘dha, 
the request of the proyit-FoiLl 
secretary for resource develop-
ment Allan Grossman. The pro-
vince is withholding a water-lot 
lease for the harbor until after 
an impact .  study is done. The 
report was completed and given 
to Mr. Grossman's office and the 
ministry of the environment early 
this month. - 

An order-In-council last week 
authorved the Environmental 
Hearin!: Board to hold a public 
meeting on the report, in Sudbury 
on March II. An announcement
