At the Annual Meeting of Great Lakes United in Niagars Falls, Ontario
on May 3, 1987, the following resolution was edopted:

WHEREAS, high water levels have continued to result in shoreline
erogsion and property loss in the Great Lakes Basin; and

WHEREAS, proposals have been made before state, provincial and federal
governments to alleviate lake level problems through major rsstruct-
uring of the Great lLakes system and increasing diversicnas of Great
Lakea watera out of the basin; and

WHEREAS, these proposals have long-term implications to regional com-
pacts such as the Great Lakes Charter, but will do little to solve our
lake level problems,

THEREFORE, BB IT RESOLVED, that Great lLakes United support legislative
and sdminiastrative proposals which recognize the natural fluctuation of
lake levela and, address long-term solutions to lake level problems
including improved coastal zone management practices, establishment of
flood sensitive zones, restrictions on building on barrier island and
flood sensitive zones, utilization of environmentally sound shoreline
protection devicea and a better understanding of the flow-thru retes
from one lake to another.

BE IT FURTHBR RESOLVED, that Great Lakes United support one«time
federel amergency asaistence to Great Lakes shoreline proparty owners
for the necessary financial resources to reiocete families, set-back
structures and/or buy out existing properties for public use. '

FINALLY, BE IT RESOLVED, that Great Lekes United continues to oppose
any increamsed diveramions inte or out of the Great Lakes Basin and
promotes a regional water menagement and data collection system that
implements the intent of the Great Lakes Charter.
