In Canada, nonfatal health outcomes attributable to air
pollution include 35 million acute respiratory symptoms
days, 2.7 million asthma symptom days and 8,100
emergency room visits.

"Adaptation efforts must act to advance environmental
justice. This includes addressing and minimizing social,
gender, racial and intergenerational inequities and
prioritizing those populations and communities at greater
risk of climate change impacts."
