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A. Background, Interest and Issues

Who is OPAL?

1. The Oxford People Against the Landfill Alliance Community Organization (OPAL) is an
incorporated non-profit community group in Oxford County with an elected board
consisting of 12 members. All board members live in Oxford County. It represents
community volunteers and members.

What is the OPAL Alliance?

2. OPALis linked with other groups in an official alliance. Members from the Oxford Coalition
for Social Justice and the Ingersoll District Nature Club are appointed by those groups, sit on
the OPAL board, and reflect their support for OPAL’s mandate. OPAL is also unofficially
allied with other community groups.

What is OPAL’s mandate?

3. OPAL’s mandate is based on the community’s awareness of threats to water, air and quality
of life to people in the surrounding community.

4. OPAL’s mission statement reads as follows: OPAL Alliance acts to protect our community
and to ensure that Oxford County remains a great place to live and grow. As concerned



citizens, we are engaged in the fight to stop locally unwarranted land uses. Our mission is to
stop the dump Walker Industries would impose.

OPAL has also participated in consultations undertaken by the provincial Ministry of the
Environment and Climate Change (MOECC) around the Waste-Free Ontario Act and Strategy
to reduce waste and recover resources in Ontario and therefore in Oxford County.

While OPAL has been engaged in the environmental assessment process for a large landfill
being proposed by Walker Environmental Group (WEG) in Zorra Township in Oxford County,
OPAL’s activities have expanded to encompass public education, outreach, and projects
involving various environmental causes, local issues and sustainability initiatives. In
addition, OPAL’s objects of incorporation include “assuring protection and enhancing
appreciation of the natural environment” by various means, as noted below.

How does the community view OPAL?

7.

In addition to the formal and informal alliances of OPAL in the community, OPAL enjoys
broad-based community support as expressed in the community’s presence at events
organized by OPAL or in response to OPAL’s call to action around other community events.
In 2017, a survey was conducted by OPAL that reveals strong support for OPAL’s position on
municipal rights, environmental stewardship and waste management. This local support is
also quantified in the 100, 943 letters signed by members of the public, mostly from within
Oxford County, in support of OPAL’s calls to the government of Ontario at Queen’s Park to
recognize our community’s interests.

What is OPAL’s position on the issues on appeal?

8.

The purpose of this participant statement is to provide OPAL’s perspective on the issues
raised in this appeal and outlined in the Board’s procedural order dated October 19, 2017.
OPAL agrees with Oxford County that Official Plan Amendment (OPA) 197: (i) represents
good planning; (ii) aligns with the Provincial Policy Statement (PPS); and (iii) dovetails
appropriately with the overall provincial regime for assessing proposed waste disposal sites.
In addition, OPAL monitored and participated in the public consultations that led up to the
passage of OPA 197, and OPAL did not observe any bad faith or discrimination in the
County’s decision-making process under the Planning Act.

In expressing these views, OPAL does not purport to offer opinion evidence (or legal
opinions) to the Board, but instead relies upon the professional opinions contained in the
witness statements filed by the County in this appeal. OPAL has also reviewed and
considered the witness statements filed by the appellant in this hearing.
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B. Summary of Evidence

Why does OPAL support OPA 197?

10. Like the 77% of people in Ontario who in a recent “Public Square” poll asserted the right to
make local decisions around major projects, people in Oxford County have indicated that
progress towards zero waste is a priority for them. 85% declare themselves unwilling hosts
to a dump on a survey across Oxford County conducted by a researcher for OPAL, citing loss
of value and enjoyment of their property, opposition to having one of Ontario’s largest
dumps and to the importation of 17.4 million tonnes of mixed wastes. Similarly, OPAL’s
mission statement, affirmed by its members and its founding by-laws, support the zero
waste amendment to the County’s Official Plan. The relevant OPAL by-laws include:

2.4 Rendering assistance to the government by supplying information collected as a result of
research carried on under the auspices of the corporation;

2.5 Coordinating activities of the corporation with those of similar organizations, societies and
individuals in Canada;

2.6 Developing and fostering community spirit;
2.7 Gathering and exchanging ideas, data, and statistical and scientific information;

2.8 Assuring protection and enhancing appreciation of the ecology of natural environment by
promoting waste management education; and other such complementary purposes not
inconsistent with these objectives.

11. OPAL believes that “Zero waste is a goal that is ethical, economical, efficient, and
visionary.”! The OPAL Alliance has worked assiduously to inform municipal, provincial and
federal governments of its concerns about waste management and its impacts on human
and environmental health.

How has OPAL supported the objectives of OPA 197?

12. OPAL has made multiple presentations to the municipalities within Oxford County and to
the County Council itself in order to provide information regarding waste management and
the public’s concerns with the movement of trash into the County from external sources. In
particular, OPAL’s presentations on the following dates indicates OPAL’s history of
supporting the Official Plan’s goals of zero waste:

13. A copy of OPAL’s presentation to County Council in support of OPA 197 is attached below.
OPAL believes that OPA 197 helps to implement the Waste-Free Ontario Act, including the
Resource Recovery and Circular Economy Act, 2016. Further, OPAL believes that the County

has duly considered the provincial interest in section 2(f) of the Planning Act, namely “the

adequate provision and efficient use of... waste management systems”, since the County’s

initiative was accompanied by an active and well-considered examination of waste

management systems including waste reduction, waste diversion and waste treatment both
by County staff and by the Zero Waste Oxford committee. OPAL believes that OPA 197
represents good environmental and land use planning in that it advances or reflects: (i)
provincial waste reduction/diversion initiatives from the MOECC; (ii) community desire as
witnessed in the Community Sustainability Plan consultations; (iii) the results from the
Canadian Index of Well-Being survey conducted in Oxford County where 88% of the
population identify a personal commitment to the environment; and (iv) public will as
expressed in OPAL’s survey conducted in 2017 and in the OPAL Alliance’s public meetings.

OPAL applauds any effort to move from a wasteful economy to a circular economy, to
reduce the volume and mass of garbage produced, deposited, or transported into Oxford
County to zero, and to prevent loss of reputation, water, land, air quality or quality of life
through dumping of trash of any kind or origin in Oxford County. OPAL believes that a
Waste-Free Ontario should start in Oxford.

OPAL is opposed to Walker’s proposed landfill, but is aware that Oxford County’s land use
planning considerations are broader, and that OPA 197 is about zero waste in ways that are
supported by current legislation and policy. Some members of the public have expressed
frustration that the OPA 197 does not specifically exclude Walker’s landfill proposal, but
OPAL supports OPA 197 in its current form.

What are OPAL’s overall views about waste in Ontario and Oxford County?

As evidenced in OPAL’s statements and action, OPAL believes that there should be massive
reductions in waste generated in Ontario and Oxford County. That means that other
regions’ waste solution should not be sent to Oxford, any more than Oxford should send its
waste to other unwilling hosts. With Alliance partners and others, OPAL has hosted spring
and fall waste diversion events where goods are upcycled, reused and in some percentages
sent for reprocessing or to retail charities.

OPAL believes that the legislation, regulations, policies and actions under the Waste-Free
Ontario Act need to move forward swiftly and efficiently. OPAL believes that Oxford County
could and should be a leader in the implementation of zero waste policies under that and
other legislation. OPAL also is assisting Oxford County in the implementation of zero waste
through its offering of information and education to the public and through concrete action
in the form of waste diversion events.
